Plot Diagramming
Objectives:
1. Students will identify 10 major events, including major conflicts and important settings, that their character experienced in the book and arrange those points chronically on a timeline.

2. Students will identify where those plot points should appear on that character’s plot diagram. 
Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (15 mins)

a. Brainstorming major events for your character

i. Using your note sheet from last week (important things to character, significant settings, important conflicts), brainstorm a list of 10 major plot points that involve your character.

1. We will be creating your character’s plot diagram, so remember, the events you are brainstorming are the ones that are significant to your character.  It is likely that those moments will be important to other characters too; however, a major event/the climax for your character might not appear on the full plot diagram of the book.  

2. Write these events on your sheet and on a corresponding post it note (key words on post it)

2. Character Plot diagram (25 mins)

a. Timeline:

i. There is a tape line of the floor for each student.  Use this timeline, which includes a few major plot points from the book that I have inserted, to put your character’s events in the right chronological order.

b. Plot Diagram.

i. Once you have the events in the proper order, take your post its from your time line and put them onto the plot diagram tape line for your character.  

1. It might help to select what you think is the climax for your character and work backwards on either side from it.  

a. Remember that the climax is the turning point.  This is a moment when your character may have had an epiphany, they may have experienced a big change in personality or in circumstances.  It will be a hugely significant event to them and possibly to others. 

c. As you are working, make sure to copy down the order that you have placed your events on the plot diagram so you have that information for homework.

d. If you finish the activity early you can start on your homework illustrations or finish any parts from last week that you did not complete.

3. Wrap Up: (5 mins)

a. Students will report back to the class on what event they have selected as the climax for their character. 

i. Why is this moment the climax? What is it that switches for the character?  What makes it such a significant moment?

4. Homework:

a. Plot diagram and illustration

i. You must illustrate 7 of the 10 major events in your character’s plot diagram

Theme Analysis

Objectives:
1. Students will identify three themes from the book that relate to their character and support this claim using textual evidence. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis]
2. Students will analyze the importance of the themes in the book by evaluating the effects, consequences, and importance of the themes. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

3. Students will identify possible like lessons and take home messages that the author is suggesting through the themes in the book. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (10 mins)
a. Out of the 6 themes we discussed this summer and tracked in the book, which three are most significant in terms of your character?  Which ones did this character interact with the most, or which themes seemed most connected to this character?

i. Eyes

ii. Silence

iii. Mastery over language

iv. Technology use

v. The transition from child to adult

vi. Names

b. Find a place in the book that supports the connection the character has to each of the three themes that you selected.

i. Include the page number and a one to two sentence description of what is happening in this scene. 

2. Theme Analysis: (20 mins)
a. After reading the whole book and analyzing the themes as we read, it is time to think about the themes in relation to the story as a whole.  We need to identify what the author wants us to understand – the take home message(s).

b. Students will answer one of the following questions for each of the themes they selected:

i. What are the effects of___________?

ii. What are the consequences of ___________?

iii. What is the importance of ______________?

3. The So What Question: (10 mins)
a. Now that you answered the questions by plugging in the themes, why do you think this information is important?  Answer the so what question. 

i. Take a few minutes to think about this individually

ii. Turn to a partner and share

4. Wrap Up: (5 mins)
a. Share with class.

i. What message do you think the author was trying to tell us through your character’s interactions with

Presentation Prep

Objectives:
1. Students will identify effective presentation strategies and apply those strategies when speaking in front of the class. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis]

2. Students will create note cards for their presentation including one card on a guiding principle, one conflict, the climax for that character, and a relevant theme. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis]

3. Students will evaluate and critique each others’ note cards. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (7 mins)

a. Gather all of the components of your project and put them in the correct order. 

b. Presentation do’s and don’ts 

i. Write down 5 things that someone should do when speaking in public

1. Speak clearly, loud enough for all to hear

2. Make direct eye contact with the audience (scan the room)

3. Stand still unless walking around with a purpose

4. Speak confidently, using note cards as a guide

5. Keep long hair back out of face

ii. Write down 5 things someone should not do when speaking in public.

1. Mumble

2. Stuttering, ummms, likes

3. Dancing around or being generally shifty

4. Paper in front of face

5. Stare at only one person or your paper the whole time

6. Playing with hair or clothing

c. Share with class

2. Presentation Explanation (3 mins)

a. Components:

i. Most important guiding principle – explain why this rule makes sense for the character and why it is important.

ii. Conflict

iii. Climax for the character

iv. Theme – most important one – what did you take away from the book (the big take home message) 

b. Note Cards:

i. Each student will be given 4 note cards

ii. Students will write information about each of the components for the presentation

3. Note cards: (15 mins)

a. Elements

i. Title

ii. Key words

iii. Key concepts or ideas you want to discuss

iv. Points in the order that you would like to talk about them

b. Tips:

i. Write clearly so you can read your own writing

ii. Do not cram a ton of info on a card, it will only confuse you

iii. These cards are there to guide you, not for you to read off of.

iv. Know your audience. You will be presenting to your classmates and to me.  We know the characters and the plot.  However, there will also be other teachers in the room that have not read the book. 

c. Writing your cards:

i. Create one card for each of the four elements you are presenting.

1. Make sure that you provide enough details, especially for the audience members that have no background knowledge about the book.

2. Make sure to get to the take home messages. 

a. What did you learn from this character that will affect your life and that relates to life lessons in general?

ii. Pick one of your cards, the one you think you did the best job on.  

1. Write that information on the board exactly as it appears on your card.

4. Critique: (15 mins)

a. We will gather around the different boards and critique each person’s card.

i. What did this person do well?

ii. What seems confusing to you?

iii. What information seems important?

iv. What information might be missing?

5. Wrap Up: (5 mins)

a. Volunteers to present one card. 

6. Homework:

a. Fix your cards based on your critique.

b. You will be presenting tomorrow, review your note cards and practice your presentation.

i. There will be three teachers in the room critiquing your presentation.  They will fill out an evaluation sheet and give that to you at the end of class.
