Lesson Title:
Characterization: Holly and Root

Objectives:

1. Students will brainstorm a list of traits for a character they know well and identify the types of elements that are important in characterization. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis]

2. Students will identify traits and actions of three main characters in the book and compare and contrast those characters’ traits using a three way venn diagram. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

3. Students will analyze each character’s traits in order to predict what possible interactions between them might look like. Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (10 mins)
a. Think of a character you know a lot about.  It can be a character from a movie, TV show, book, comic etc.  

b. Describe this character using bullet points or full sentences.

i. Describe the character in enough detail that someone who doesn’t know anything about that character would be able to picture him or her.

c. Share with class:

i. What kinds of things did you write?

1. Adjectives – descriptive words

a. Personality

b. Physical

2. Verbs – action words

a. What they do

b. What they say

c. How they act or react in certain situations

ii. When we talk about characterization, these are the kinds of things we need to identify.  In order to understand a character, we need to pay careful attention to what they do/say, and to what their bodies and personalities are like.  

1. We can then use this information to make inferences

2. Read Aloud – Chapter 3 (first section p. 31-44) (20 mins)
a. As I read, I will stop and ask you to answer some questions and jot down some thoughts about the content ( characterization.

b. First section (31-35)( as I read I want you to look for descriptions of what Holly looks like, her personality and how she acts.

i. Short

ii. Hazel eyes

iii. Nut brown skin

iv. Cropped auburn hair

v. Pointed ears

vi. First female recon officer

vii. Stubborn

viii. Strong/pushy

ix. Sarcastic 

c. Second section (35-37) ( as I read I want you to look for descriptions of what Root looks like, his personality and how he acts.

i. Shouts/gruff

ii. Face purple with rage ( nickname “Beetroot”

iii. Demanding

iv. Cares about Holly ( wants her to succeed as first female recon officer

d. Top page 41

i. Predictions: Based on what we just learned about Holly and about trolls, what do you think is going to happen next?

e. Third section (41-44) ( as I read I want you to look for descriptions of what Foaly looks like, his personality and how he acts

i. Centaur

ii. Paranoid

iii. Brilliant 

iv. Tech savvy

v. Sense of humor/sarcastic

3. Venn Diagram (10 mins)
a. I will have a giant piece of paper on the chalkboard.  It will be a three-circle venn-diagram.  We will gather in front of the board.

i. Can anyone tell me what a venn-diagram is?

ii. Why do you think we might use a venn-diagram?

1. Organize ideas

2. Compare and contrast two or more things

a. Why might it be important to compare and contrast different characters in a book?

i. Get a better idea of what each character is like and which other characters might act in similar or different ways. 

ii. Predicting which characters might become allies or enemies.  

iii. Understanding how characters interact with one another and their possible motivations for actions. 

b. Circles: (similarities and differences

i. Holly

ii. Root

iii. Foaly

c. I will ask students to bring their guided reading notes over to the board.  Depending on time they or I will add traits to the appropriate circles.

i. Possible questions:

1. Why do you think Foaly and Holly get along?

2. Why do you think Root is so concerned about Holly being the first woman in recon?  

a. What prejudice might she encounter?  

b. Have you ever experienced prejudice like that, or at all?  How did it make you feel?

3. Which character do you like the best out of these three and why?

4. Wrap Up: (5 mins)
a. Prediction: We read a short section where we saw Artemis and Root interact.  What do you think the interaction between Artemis and Holly or Artemis and Foaly might be like?  Why?

5. Homework:

a. Finish reading chapter 3

b. Students will receive 4 large note cards.  They will write down the following from the rest of chapter 3 with page numbers.  

i. One new word and definition

ii. One trait of the troll

iii. A moment with eyes

iv. A moment with silence

Lesson Title:
Web Diagraming

Objectives:

1. Students will categorize information they collected from the reading into the appropriate rings in our interactive web diagram. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis] 

2. Students will reconstruct the web diagram as an outline.  [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis] 

3. Students will write a short scene about one of the main characters from the web diagram and predict that character’s response to a particular setting. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation] 

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (5 mins)

a. Students will receive 4 more note cards.

i. Using knowledge from what we talked about yesterday and from the reading last night, students will write down two of Holly and two of Root’s traits (one on each note card).

2. Interactive Web Diagram: (25 mins) (I will have cards made up to fill in the gaps) 

a. Put all of your note cards in a pile on your desk, we will come back to those very shortly.

b. Web diagram questions

i. Can anyone tell me what a web diagram is/what it looks like?

ii. Why might we use a web diagram?

1. Organization of thoughts/ideas/information, especially as a pre writing strategy. 

2. Can be turned into an outline easily.

3. Helps us to visualize how certain information is connected and the levels of importance of information.

4. Details are important. 

c. I will tape off 4 concentric circles on the floor.  

i. First circle (inner) ( notecard that says “Troll Scene”

1. We will be using a web diagram to organize our thoughts and ideas related to the troll scene (rest of chapter 3) that we read last night

ii. Second circle (string attaching these cards to center card) ( 

1. Vocab words

2. Characters (I will have cards for Holly, Root, and the troll)

3. Themes (I will have cards for eyes and silence)

iii. Third circle ( 

1. Students will add their vocab word cards to this circle.  Doubles will be placed on top of each other.  Students will connect with string/tape.

2. Holly, Root, troll

3. Eyes, silence

iv. Fourth circle (
1. Talk about definitions of words/context clues

2. Traits for each of those characters

3. Moments of eyes and silence

d. While we are doing the web diagram, I will give students a sheet with the shell of an outline.  Together we will fill in the outline using the web diagram as a guide.  

3. Writing Activity: (10 mins)

a. Pick Holly or Root. Using information about each character that we leaned from the last few readings and from the web diagram, write a short scene (3-5 sentences) about that character.  The setting of the scene should be a circus.

i. What would that character do at a circus?

ii. How would that character react to things that they see at the circus (clowns, elephants, the ring etc)?

iii. What might that character say?  What might that character think?

iv. Who might that character interact with.  

4. Wrap Up: (5 mins)

a. Share with class

b. Why do you think we wrote about a character we already know about in a setting we don’t see them in?

i. Translating what we know about that character to predict what they might do or say in a different environment ( helps to ensure that we really understand that character’s motivations and intentions.

a. Read chapter 4

b. Quiz tomorrow

Lesson Title:
Power

Objectives:

1. Students will recall important plot points from the book and analyze those plot points through a class discussion. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis]

2. Students will define power by identifying elements of power, examples of powerful people, and moments in their own lives when they felt powerful or powerless. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Evaluation]

3. Students will analyze what it means to be powerful and identify ways that they can empower someone else or themselves throughout the rest of the day. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up (5 mins)

a. Reading Quiz – Chapter 4

2. Quiz Discussion (20 mins)

a. What name does Juliet call Artemis:

i. Arty ( he notes that for some reason he does not mind when she, like his mother, calls him Arty.

1. Why do you think he doesn’t mind?

2. Why is this moment so significant?  What is it about the nickname, or nicknames in general that is so important?

b. Irish comment page 69:

i. The author is Irish ( why do you think he calls on this idea?  

ii. What is the tone he is using when he writes this passage?

c. Read paragraph at top 72:

i. Artemis as child, Butler as older brother or father figure. 

ii. Artemis worried about mother.

iii. In what ways is Artemis childlike in this scene?  In what ways is he adult? 

d. Read paragraph on 76:

i. Artemis hesitates when he sees Holly is a female.  He thinks of the women in his life that he cares about.

ii. Can we trust the narrator her when he says the moment passed and Artemis returned to being himself (aka evil and unfeeling).

1. Do you believe Artemis is purely evil and has no emotions?

a. What makes you think he is?

b. What makes you think he has other emotions? ( interactions with mother.  

3. Defining Power: (15 mins)

a. In this chapter we see different characters exercising power over others.

b. Students will brainstorm answers to the question: How do you define power?

i. What does it look like?

ii. What people do you consider to be powerful? 

iii. How does power work

c. Share ( I will record student answers on board.

i. Possible questions:

1. What makes the person you chose powerful?  What do they do or not do?  What do they say or not say?  How do they say it?

a. How does silence (causing silence) factor in to power?  

b. Can you think of any moments in the book so far when one character silenced another? What was the effect of that action?

2. How should we define power?  What does it mean?  What does it look like?

3. Can anyone be powerful? 

a. What factors does someone need to have in order to be powerful?

i. Money

ii. Intelligence

iii. Networks of people

iv. Physical power/force

4. In what ways are you powerful?  In what ways are you not powerful?

5. Why do people want power?  What will some people do to get power? 

4. Wrap Up (5 mins)

a. Can you think of a time in your life when you felt powerless?  What emotions were you feeling in this moment and why?  Has this moment affected the way you act today?  

b. After talking about power and how people/characters gain and lose it, what can you do for the rest of the day that will empower another person or empower yourself?

i. Help someone being bullied

ii. Be a self sufficient learner

iii. Eat lunch with someone new that you don’t know

5. Homework:

a. Read the first part of chapter 5 (p. 78-88)

b. Brainstorming:

i. Imagine that you are a hostage.  What 3 skills/abilities/traits might you need to survive the situation?

ii. Imagine that you are rescue worker and you need to rescue a hostage.  What 3 skills/abilities/traits might you need to rescue that person?

Lesson Title:
Recon Mission – Power Continued

Objectives:

1. Students will identify traits and skills a recon officer and a hostage would need for survival. [Knowledge, Comprehension]

2. Students will devise a strategy and communication plan with their recon mission partner. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis]

3. Students will evaluate the success of their plan and reflect on the presence or absence of power in the relationship with their partners. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (7 mins)

a. Share homework with a partner. 

i. What are the skills/abilities/traits did you chose for each person and why

b. Share with class:

i. What scenario did you imagine?  

ii. What traits did you select?

iii. Why did those traits seem important?

2. Recon Mission: (25 mins)

a. Explanation: In the book Artemis captures and imprisons Holly.  In the section we read last night, Root goes on a recon mission to save Holly, now a hostage.  We are going to be doing our own recon mission today and reflecting on the power or lack of power we have during the activity and what skills or abilities Holly and Root might need to survive this situation.

b. Recon mission

i. Partners ( put sets of numbers in hat (labeled recon or hostage) and let students pick at random

1. One blindfolded (importance of eyes ( reflection, what was it like to not be able to see to navigate yourself?)

2. One is on recon mission ( giving directions to get person to safety (importance of communication)

ii. Partners get 5 minutes to plan their system of communication.

1. They will not know where they will be taken and each course will be different

2. You can use up to 6 different words while you are in the field together.

a. Will see how creative the students get

i. Can make up own words

ii. Can use sounds

iii. Can use stomping and such

3. I will take the students up to the gym where I will have a short obstacle course laid out for the students to navigate.  

iii. Each set of students will have a different course to navigate.  All of the courses will be set up in the gym prior to getting there.

1. Hostages will be blindfolded prior to walking into the gym so they cannot see any of the courses.

2. Each set of students will be timed.  They will have 2 minutes to complete the course they are assigned. 

a. If they make it to the end, the mission was a success.  If they do not, the mission was a failure and the hostage remains in captivity. 

3. Reflection (10 mins)

a. Which person in the pair had the most power?  Why? What could that person have done with their power?

b. I you were a recon officer, what did it feel like to be responsible for another person

c. What did it feel like to be powerless?  To be blindfolded?  

d. What might Root need to do in order to rescue Holly?  Based on the activity we just did, what skills might he need in order to be an effective recon agent? 

e. What abilities or skills does any LEP officer need to have in order to be a good field agent.  

4. Wrap Up: (2 mins)

a. How did power play out for you today? Thumbs up good, thumbs down bad, thumbs middle both/neither.

5. Homework:

a. Read chapter 5 p. 88-101

b. Talking to the text post its (4 – comment, question, prediction, connection)

Themes and Revenge
Objectives:

1. Students will assess how two main characters attempt to gain power in this chapter and analyze the success of those actions. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Evaluation]

2. Students will analyze context clues while I read aloud in order to identify possible meanings of new vocabulary words. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Evaluation]

3. Students will predict what Root’s plan of action for revenge will be or create the plan of action he should have. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm up: (10 mins)

a. Take out reflection sheet from yesterday to use as a reference

b. Power questions

i. How does Butler try to gain power in this section?

ii. How does Holly try to gain power in this section?

iii. Was either character successful?  How?  Why?

iv. Themes ( use of language (tone/words used), reference to eyes, reference to names.

c. Share answers with class.

i. Refer to pages 91-94 ( Butler

1. Attacks men’s masculinity

2. Uses physical aggression and yelling (which goes against his better judgment)

ii. Refer to pages 97-101

1. Wakes up confused 

2. Can’t speak well

3. Juliet has glasses so Mesmer doesn’t work. 

2. Read aloud: (25 mins)

a. Read end chapter 101-112

b. Vocab words – Context clues ( definitions:

i. P. 105 – Alighted, Sentry, Gangplank,Bosun

ii. P. 106 – Battalion, Derided, Depravity, Steeped, Viscous, Infrared

iii. P. 107 – Judicious 

iv. P. 108 – Disembodied 

v. P. 109 – Trifled

vi. P. 110 – Nondescript 

vii. P. 111 – Noxious 

c. P. 107 – If you had to make an inference about what Commander Root is feeling in this situation, what would you say?  What are the clues that helped you to know that? 

d. P. 109 “A demonstration of my utter commitment to my goals”

i. What are Artemis’s goals?

ii. How far do you think he is willing to go to achieve them? 

iii. Why do you think he is willing to go that far?

e. What do we learn about Artemis’s personality in this section?

f. What do we learn about Root’s personality in this section? 

3. Writing Activity – Plan for Revenge: (7 mins)

a. At the end of this chapter, Root vows that he will get his revenge on Artemis.  Create a list of 5 things that Commander Root will do next.  In other words, what do you think his plan of action will be?  If you have already read the book, what do you think his plan of action should be?  Use your experiences from the recon mission to think about what his plan should be.   

4. Wrap Up: (3 mins)

a. Share with class
