Lit (The Golden Compass)

Lesson Plan: Day 8 (Wednesday June 25)

Daemons

Materials:

1. Youtube clip

2. Smartboard

3. Venn Diagram (2 sets)

4. Markers

Objectives:

1. Students will define a daemon from prior knowledge and new information.

2. Students will identify different aspects of Lyra’s personality through her daemon forms.

3. Students will identify aspects of their own personality by picking animals that represent them.

4. Students will illustrate aspects of their personality through a venn diagram and picture.  

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up:

a. Check Character Logs: Daemons-Ma Costa

b. I will show part of a you tube clip on the Golden Compass and more specifically daemons.  I will ask students to jot down a few notes. (3 mins) http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=5alYLJS4OrE
c. Stop clip at 3:15.

2. Journal: using what you just learned about daemons and what you already know from chapters 1-5 define a daemon. Describe deamons as if you were talking to someone who has never heard of them before.  (3-5 sentences.) (5 mins)

a. Share

3. I will then ask students to fill in a venn diagram that compares two of Lyra’s daemon forms:  a moth and a wildcat.  Students will draw each form and write at least 3 words that describe each form, highlighting the differences between the two.  They will then write 3 traits of each form that are the same (where the two circles intersect). This diagram should highlight the idea that each animal represents different aspects of Lyra’s personality and appear in different situations but ultimately the purpose of the daemon no matter what form is to protect, be a friend to, be a companion to, and love a human.  

a. I will give the students an example.

b. I will then have students writing a sentence or two describing Lyra as a character based on these two animals. (10)

4. Activity- Choose your own daemon: (20-25 mins)

a. I will then give students a venn diagram and ask them to create two forms of their own daemon.  Students will be prompted to think about two shapes their daemon would take.  After doing the previous activity it should be clear (and I will make the connection) that both the forms they pick should represent a part of their personality.

b. I will ask students to draw one daemon form in one circle and a second in the other.  Along with the pictures I will ask them to list 5 characteristics of each animal in the same circle.  I will also ask them to write 3 similarities in the section where the circles overlap. 

i. Example: Lion –brave, strong, fierce, powerful, regal

ii. Snake- cunning, smooth, sneaky, sleek, intelligent

iii. Similarities: gets what they want, work hard for what they want, no frills

c. I will then ask students to write beneath the diagram a few sentences that explain in what situation these particular daemon forms would likely happen in their lives.  

i. Example: My daemon might take the shape of a lion when I am feeling like a leader.  I might be in a group of friends playing a game and I take charge.  The snake might come out when I am trying to hide something or create a lie to keep myself safe.  

5. Wrap Up:

a. I will have students share what they created

6. Homework: Read Chapter 6 and continue to fill out character log

a. For those students who have already completed this chapter they will be given a journal question to do instead.
