Unit Title:

Hatchet

Lesson Title: 

Intro and Icebreakers

Objectives:

1. Students will predict how images from a short movie about Hatchet will play out in the book. [Application, Analysis]

2. Students who have read Hatchet will recall prior knowledge of the book by writing down information related to images from a short movie.  [Knowledge, Application]

Instructional Procedure: (30  minute shortened period after core team full meeting)

1. Warm Up: (2 mins)

a. Review of my rules:

i. Respect 

ii. Effort

iii. No Whining

b. We will have met as a core team prior to this shortened class period.  We will have covered:

i. Core team rules

ii. Bathroom policy

iii. Student and teacher names

2. Icebreaker: (13 minutes)

a. Students will pick two skittles out of the bag, say name, and answer corresponding questions. (see attached)

3. Hatchet Introduction: (10 mins)

a. Animoto Movie: www.sjp2.wikispaces.com
i. I created a short 30 video that contains images related to hatchet (bear, wolf, moose, skunk, mosquito, wilderness, plane, book cover etc)

ii. I will play the video one time through

iii. I will then instruct the students that I will play the video a second time and I want them to write down as many of the images that they see.

iv. After playing the video a second time students will select two of the images they noted. (talk about the word “inference” or “to infer”: definition.  What can you infer about all of these images?  How are they connected?-related to the book, to wilderness, to animals.

1. Students will write a prediction or a connection.

a. If students have never read the book before they will write a prediction that details what role that image might play in the book.  

i. Example: skunk: I think that the skunk will spray the main character in the face and he will vomit because of the smell.

b. If students have read the book before they will pick two images and write down everything they can remember about those images.

4. Wrap Up: (5 mins)

a. Students will share their predictions aloud to the class.

b. I will give students a brief overview of the skills we will be covering that week:

i. Tomorrow: talking to the text

c. Hand out homework/sign homework logs

5. Homework:

Lesson Title: 

Talking to the Text

Performance Objectives:

1. Students will identify prior knowledge of war and WWII through a web diagram. [Knowledge, Comprehension]

2. Students will analyze letters from German soldiers during WWII by talking to the text. [Comprehension, Application, Analysis]

3. Students will make connections to this primary document and create questions and predictions in response to the text. [Comprehensions, Application, Analysis]

Instructional Procedures:

1. Warm Up: (5 mins)

a. Students will brainstorm, through a web diagram, everything they know about war and more specifically about WWII

b. Collect homework

2. War/WWII Web Diagram (10 mins)

a. We will create a diagram on the board to activate prior knowledge

3. Talking to the Text intro: (30 mins)

a. Intro: I will provide the students with a worksheet that provides examples of how to comment, predict, create questions, and make connections (see attached)

i. Comments (symbols)

Lesson Title: 

Compare and Contrast

Performance Objectives:

1. Students will analyze the back cover passage from Hatchet using “talking to the text.” [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis]

2. Students will compare and contrast what they infer and know about Brian’s character with what they infer and know about the soldier and the idea of survival through a venn diagram. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

Instructional Procedures:

1. Warm Up: (5 mins)

a. Students will receive a copy of the back cover of the books (my copy and there copy).

b. Students will be asked to read these passages silently to themselves

c. I will reread these passages aloud

2. Compare/Contrast: (30 mins)

a. Based solely on the passages that the students have read (hatchet back cover and soldier letter) students will be asked to identify similarities and differences between Brian and the soldier through a venn diagram.

i. Students will take out homework “facts and inferences” sheet, which will help them to create the venn diagram.  

b. I will provide examples of ideas they might want to consider:

i. Emotions/feelings

ii. Survival skills

iii. What they might encounter

c. Students will work individually on their own venn diagram

d. Students will be put in pairs and share 

e. I will draw a giant venn diagram on the board and ask students to come to the board and add to the diagram.

i. Students at their seats will be asked to take notes at their seats based on what is being put on the board.

3. Wrap Up: (5 mins)

a. Students will be prompted to create a written summary of the information that they we have organized on the board through the venn diagram.

Objectives:

1. Students will recall the categories of talking to the text. [Knowledge]

2. Students will predict, comment, question, and form connections while reading a selection  of the book Hatchet. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis]

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (7 mins)

a. Students will take out homework from last night.  

b. They will share their summary (from class) and their homework with a partner as I check homework.

c. Volunteers will share their writing responses

2. Talking to the text: (30 mins)

d. We will review how to talk to the text:

i. What are the categories we use when talking to the text?

1. Questions

2. Comments

3. Predictions

4. Connections

a. Text to text

b. Text to self

c. Text to world

b. Students will receive a handout from my book (Beginning of chapter 8 pages 74-75)

i. I will read this passage aloud while students follow along silently

ii. Students will reread silently to themselves and talk to the text

iii. We will share our talking to the text:

1. Students will be asked to write down a sentence for each of the four categories.

3. Wrap Up: (8 mins)

a. Students will each share one of their sentences with the class.

b. Homework: 

i. Based on the passage we read in class today and using their prediction skills and what they know about the novel based on the summary and the animoto video, students will write the next paragraph of the book.

c. What qualities/personality traits would you need in order to survive alone in the wild?

d. Sign homework logs

Lesson Title: 

Straw Survival 

Objectives:

1. Students will construct a structure, alone and in a pair, using only the materials I provide them. [Application, Analysis, Synthesis]

2. Students will evaluate their individual and partner success by answering a series of questions. [Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (2 mins)

a. Students will share their survival traits with a partner while I collect homework

2. Straw Survival: (25 mins)

a. Each student will be given the same number of straws and tape and a base to build on.

b. Students will be instructed that they must create the tallest structure they possibly can.  They can only use the supplies I provide and they must work alone.  

i. Students will be sent to different areas of the room to have work space.

c. Students will have 10 minutes to build.

d. After 10 minutes students will be put into partners

i. Students can combine materials in whatever way they choose.  The goal will still be to build the tallest structure that they can.

ii. Students will have 10 minutes in their pairs to work.

e. Students will then be instructed that they will have 5 minutes more to build.  In this five minutes they can use anything they find in the room (I will monitor) to use with their structure

3. Reflection: (10 mins)

a. Students will return to their seats.  As I measure the structures to see who has the tallest students will respond to the following questions via writing:

i. When you were building alone what strategies did you use?

ii. How did you feel when you were working alone?

iii. How did you feel when you had to work with a partner?  Did you and your partner succeed or did you have trouble?  What was difficult about it?  What was helpful about it?  Explain

iv. If you did this activity again, what would you do differently?

v. What qualities did you need (alone and to work with a partner) in order to build a tall structure?

4. Winner: (8 mins)

a. I will announce the winning group:

i. Students in that group will share their strategies

b. I will ask for volunteers to share some of their reflections

c. How might this relate to Brian and what he will go through.
