Lesson Title: 

Relating to Brian

Objectives:
1. Students will identify the elements of talking to the text I perform while reading aloud. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application]

2. Students will identify a commonplace survival item they have on their person and relate to Brian’s experiences through a writing prompt involving that item. [Comprehension, Application, Analysis] 
Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (15 mins)

a. Homework logs out

i. Sign while students are working

b. Writing prompt:

i. Brian has his Hatchet when he unexpectedly gets lost in the wild.  If you were in his position and could have only one object (a real one), what would it be?  Why did you choose this object?  How would this object be used to help you to survive?

ii. Share with a partner

iii. Share a few with class

2. Hatchet: (15 mins)

a. I will the first half of chapter 5 aloud to the students as they follow along silently. (Stop right after he identifies items he has and that he is his most valuable asset.)  

i. Talking to the text mini-review (students have been understanding and using this concept.  I like to review it frequently so it becomes second nature for them)

ii. What are the different types of categories we use when talking to the text?

1. Connections: (what are the three types of connections?)

a. Text to text: (What are some examples of “a text”?)

i. Music

ii. Movies

iii. Books

iv. Articles

v. Art

vi. Etc

b. Text to self

c. Text to World
2. Comments

3. Predictions

4. Questions

5. Clarifications

b. Chapter Summary: Brian wakes up after surviving the plane crash.  He begins to grapple with the seriousness of his situation.  He contemplates whether or not he will be rescued and confronts the need for food and water.  The last section of this chapter I will read aloud details Brian’s realization that he has more tools to work with than he originally imagined:

i. Change

ii. Paper money

iii. Nail clippers

iv. Belt

v. Clothes

c. I will pause about halfway through this section and question the students about the kinds of talking to the text I am doing and the specific examples.

i. Example: Question: I wonder if lakes can have salt water?  I know it is bad to drink that kind of water.

d. I will finish the last few pages of reading

i. Did anyone have a connection?

ii. Do we have any questions we want answered?

iii. Do we have any predictions about how Brian might use his newfound resources?
3. Survival Items: (10 mins)

a. When Brian is able to get acclimated he takes stock of what he has.  He has his hatchet, but he realizes that he also has a lot more than he thinks (clothes, watch, etc)

b. Students will be asked to empty their pockets and book bags.  

i. Students will catalog what they have on them

ii. Students will be asked to pick one of the items that they have with them that they feel is most useful.  This item will be put on a class list. (there can be repeats)  

iii. Students will have a writing prompt for homework:

4. Wrap Up: (5 mins)

a. What do we know so far about Brian?  What are some words you might use to describe him?
5. Homework:

a. Finish reading chapter 5

b. Prediction/Characterization Writing prompt:

i. Pretend that you are Brian Robeson and that you are stranded in the Canadian wilderness.  You have only the clothes on your back at this current moment and the 10 (depends on how many students are there) tools that your class selected.  Write the very next paragraph.  Show us how Brian would use at least two of the class list tools.

Evaluation Procedures:

1. Warm Up/Share

2. Talking to the text response/participation (What did I do?)

3. Talking to the text response/participation (what did they find?)

4. Survival Items list and one item selection

Characterization

Objectives:
1. Students will identify how Brian might be feeling at this point in the novel by referencing personal experience in the straw survival activity. [Comprehension, Application, Analysis]

2. Students will identify character traits of Peter Pan. [Knowledge, Comprehension]

3. Students will make inferences about Peter Pan’s character based on setting and prior knowledge. [Application, Analysis]
Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (12 mins)

a. Homework out/Homework log

i. I will check HW and sign logs as students work

b. Think back to the straw survival activity and about the homework.  How did you feel knowing that you had a task to do but you had very limited supplies?

i. Knowing how you felt, make an inference about how Brian is feeling.

c. Share your paragraph and warm up with a partner
d. Share as a class

2. Characterization: Peter Pan Clip (20 mins)

a. Students will watch a clip from the Disney movie Peter Pan:

i. This clip will help to provide background knowledge for anyone who does not know who this character is or may not know much.
ii. Write down as many words you can think of to describe Peter Pan 

iii. Watch clip.  Students will be prompted to pay close attention to the character of Peter http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=aTy96JZksP0&feature=related
1. Write down as many words as you can that describe Peter in this clip.
2. What is he doing?
3. Who is he with?
4. What kinds of emotions might he be feeling?
5. What does he look like?

b. Students will be given a handout (See attached) that they can take these notes on the back.

c. Students will flip the sheet over and complete the questions.

d. Students will be put in pairs to share and continue working.

e. We will share as a class and record what students have come up with. 

3. Characters out of place: (10 mins)

a. Using what we just brainstormed about Peter individually, in pairs, and as a class identify a place (other than Neverland) that would be a perfect place (setting) for Peter.  Why would this place fit with his personality?

b. I will provide my example on the sheet where they will be coming up with their own ideas: (see attached)

i. Students will be prompted to list Peter’s character traits and the different elements of the setting they chose (how would they describe it)

ii. Students know how Peter acts in Neverland.  They know his personality.  In order to fully comprehend his personality, students will be asked to pick a place outside of Neverland and transplant Peter there.  How would he act in this new situation.

4. Wrap Up:

a. Students will share the places they came up with/the traits of that place

b. Explain Homework/read my example

5. Homework:

a. On the back of your class work sheet: Provide a one-paragraph summary that describes why the setting you picked fits Peter’s personality.

Lesson Title: 

Characterization: Taking Characters Out of Context

Objectives:
1. Students will analyze Peter Pan’s character traits and infer his actions when put in an unfamiliar context. [Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis]

2. Students will identify character traits of Brian. [Knowledge, Comprehension]

3. Students will infer Brian’s actions in an unfamiliar setting using textual clues. [Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis]
Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (10 mins)

a. Take out homework and homework log

b. Take out Hatchet and begin reading chapter 6 silently as I come around sign logs

2. Peter Pan: Out of context: (20 minutes) (collect homework after)

a. Using their homework as a reference, students will fill out the Saying, Thinking, Feeling, Wishing worksheet that we did last week for Brian, for Peter.  The setting for this worksheet is a fancy restaurant. Students must take what they know about Peter’s personality and transplant him into a different setting.  

b. Students will work alone, then in pairs.

c. Share with class.

i. What are the clues you used to make these inferences?

ii. What specific actions did we see in the video clip yesterday that helped you to make your inferences?

iii. What are some of the traits of the setting that match or go against Peter’s character?

3. Bringing it Back to Brian: (6 mins)

a. Individually list as words as you can that describe Brian

b. We will come back together as a class and make a master list on the board.

i. Students will be prompted to record information that they like/did not have written down before

4. Wrap Up:  Class Discussion: (all questions will be followed with “why” or “how do you know”) (7 mins)
i. If Brian were put in the same fancy restaurant that we put Peter in, how would he act?  

ii. Who would he talk to?

iii. What might he order?

iv. Who might he talk to?

v. How would he feel?

vi. What might he be thinking/wishing?

5. Homework:

a. Finish chapter 6

b. Quiz tomorrow

Characterization: Taking Characters Out of Context: Glogster

Objectives:

1. Students will identify songs, videos, websites, and images that Brian would like and enjoy based on his character traits. [Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis]

2. Students will organize Brian’s likes based on character traits and prepare this information for Glog creation. [Application, Analysis, Synthesis]

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm up: (12 mins)

a. Chapter 6 quiz

b. Discussion/Clarification (see attached copy of quiz)

2. Glogster Intro: (10 mins)

a. The students will be creating an online poster (glogster) for Brian

b. I will put my example on the smartboard (not quite finished yet)

c. I will provide students with a handout that details the kinds of information they will put on their Glog and provides room for notes on how to use the program.

d. I will use the smartboard to show students how to operate the program:

i. How to log in (I will have already set up all student accounts using the emails they provided in the “getting to know you worksheet”.  I will also create email addresses during homework hut with students who do not have them.  I will create and keep track of all passowords for this program to avoid the extreme confusion that ensued when I used voicethread last year.

ii. Create a new glog

iii. How to edit text boxes

iv. How to add text boxes, images, videos

v. How to add graphics

3. Brainstorming/The Background for Brian: (20 mins)

a. Students will begin brainstorming for the details I want provided on the Glog as they relate to Brian. (See attached)

4. Wrap Up:

a. Students will share some of the ideas they came up with and the clues that led them to believe that these are appropriate choices for Brian.

Evaluation Procedures:

1. Chapter 6 quiz and discussion

2. Brian brainstorming

b. Provide a 3-4 sentence summary of the video and why Brian likes it

4. Images:

a. Pick three images that represent Brian.

i. Images could be of hobbies, favorite characters, favorite television shows, favorite books, favorite music/bands, etc.

5. Link:

a. Embed one link to a school appropriate website that Brian would visit frequently.
