Justification

Objectives:

1. Students will define the word justify. [Knowledge]

2. Students will justify the information they selected for Brian’s glog based on his character traits and textual evidence from the book. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis]

Instructional Procedure: 

1. Warm Up: (10 mins)

a. Justify (verb): Show or prove to be right or reasonable

i. What does this word mean?  Can anyone define this word?

ii. Can anyone tell me the other forms of this word?  How can we turn this word into a noun? An Adj?  Past tense?

1. Justification (noun)

2. Justificatory (adj) (don’t expect them to get this one)

3. Justifier (noun)

4. Justified (Past tense)

b. I will sign homework logs as students complete warm up

c. Students will take out the prep list they created on Friday for their Glog.

d. Students will give evidence/support for each of their choices.

i. Students were asked to brainstorm images, videos, websites, activities etc that Brian would like based on what we know about his personality.

ii. During warm up students will support these choices with evidence from the book/inferences they make based on textual evidence

iii. Students will write at least a one-sentence justification for each.

2. Google Search: (10 mins)

a. I will give a demo on the smartboard of how to use google more accurately as they search for some of the information/images they brainstormed.  (could do this in comp lab so students have in front of them and can do the search as I do it)

b. Type into Google: dog show contest winners

i. What do you notice about the paragraph below the link to each page?

1. Bold words/those are the words we typed into the search

ii. What do you know about this paragraph?  What does it tell us?

1. Takes words right form site, but it is not necessarily a summary of what is on the site.

iii. Point out that Google searched each word separately so we get return searches with just dog, just show etc

c. Type into Google: “Dog show contest winners” (in quotes)

i. What do you notice about the bolded words?

1. Searched everything in that exact order because of quotation marks

d. Type into Google: “Dog show” + “contest winners”

i. What do you notice about the bolded words?  What do you think the + did for our search?

1. It searched the first set of words in addition to the second set of words.

e. How might using quotations and addition signs help us in our search for Brian’s likes and dislikes?

i. What is something you have searched for on the internet recently?  Did you have trouble finding it?  How could this search technique help you?

3. Computer Lab: Glog Work (15 mins)

a. Students should already have a pretty good idea of what they will at least initially be looking for in terms of images, videos, and websites. 

b. Students will sign into a computer

c. Students will create a folder with their name on the desktop:

i. File: New folder

ii. Title folder first and last name 

d. Students will bring their homework logs into class and record what computer they are sitting at.  

e. Students will begin their search and put the images they find into the folder, as well as store helpful website info in a word document.

4. Glog Review: (7 mins)

a. I will pull up my glog and do a mini review of how to use the site:

i. Does anyone remember what I would want to click on if I wanted to upload an image?

1. How do I edit that image?

2. How do I create a border for that image?

ii. Does anyone remember how I would upload a video to the Glog?

iii. How would I upload music onto the glog?

iv. Does anyone remember how I would delete an item?

v. Does anyone remember how I make the background into an image?

b. I will also scroll through some glogs by other people to give a good idea of how different they can look and what might be a good idea to include.

i. What do you like about this Glog? 

ii. What did this person do that you might like to try?

5. Homework: (3 mins)

a. Read chapter 7

b. While reading, talk to the text using the post it notes I provide. Mark pages in chapter 7 that provide insight into Brian’s character.

i. In other words indicate moments that show us more about what kind of person Brian is.  

ii. Use at least 5 post its

c. My example: Chapter 6 (will use tomorrow)

i. “He didn’t want to be anywhere in the woods when it came to be dark” (57).

1. Text to text connection: sounds like the video clip we watched with the little boy trapped on the mountain

2. Insight into Brian’s character: Smart

Brian’s Glog

Objectives:

1. Students will relate their talking to the text with character traits of the protagonist and justify that association. [Comprehension, Application, Analysis]

2. Students will create a glog for Brian by analyzing his character traits. [Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis]

Instructional Procedure: 

1. Warm Up: (10 mins)

a. Take out the post it notes from chapter 7

b. Take each of your best five post its and put them on this worksheet

i. Write the page number of the page you took it off of

ii. For every place you marked, think of an adjective that would describe Brian’s character in that situation. (see attached worksheet)

iii. For each adjective write a justification for why you thought that. 

c. For students who finish early: how might this information about Brian (adj and justifications) help you to figure out what Brian might like and dislike?  

i. What other images/music/videos/websites might you want to include on Brian’s Glog according to this characterization.

2.  Computer Lab: (30 mins)

a. Students will have the rest of the class period to work on their Glogs.

i. I will provide students with their login information

ii. Students will be informed that they have today to work and whatever they do not finish they will have homework hut time today to finish.

iii. If it appears that many of the students are no where near finishing by the end of class I will take some time the following day to allow them to work in the labs.

iv. Have students post to my blog until we can create a blog of their own

v. If students finish early I will show them how to sign up for and create a blog and embed their glog on it.

3. Wrap Up: (5 mins)

a. Students can share some of the ideas they have put on Brian’s Glog

i. Why did you choose that image?  

ii. What about Brian does it represent?  

iii. Why does it make sense for Brian?

Point of View Introduction

Objectives:

1. Students will recall major events from chapters 8 and 9. [Knowledge, Comprehension]

2. Students will identify elements of point of view. [Knowledge]

3. Students will write a paragraph in the third person as Brian’s mother by recalling textual clues about her character and making inferences based on talking to the text connections. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis]

Instructional Procedure: 

1. Warm Up: (15 mins)

a. Quiz: Chapter 8, 9, concepts

b. When finished: take out homework log and write down homework, take out homework sheet.

c. We will go over the quiz

i. I have points and questions to bring up during the quiz (see attached)

ii. Students will be instructed to reference their post it notes homework while we discuss the book (especially questions/predictions)

2. Point of View: (10 mins)

a. Questioning:

i. What are the two main points of view we encounter?

1. First: I, Me, We, Us, etc

2. Third: He, She, They, Them, character’s name, etc

ii. What are some pronouns we use when writing in the first person?  In the third person?

iii. Does anyone know what types of third person there can be?  

1. Third person limited

2. Third person omniscient 

a. Define limited

b. If these two concepts are opposite, and we know the definition of limited, what do you think Omniscient means?

iv. Provide students handout with point of view info:

1. I will read the details of this document aloud

2. I will provide an example of a text in first person and third person and ask: What POV and what are the clues?

a. Third person omniscient: Lemony Snickets Clip: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=vw9mZZqaQYc
i. Clues:

1. Narrator

2. Narrator speaks about all of the children

3. Narrator knows what Sunny is thinking

4. Speaks to us directly

b. Third person limited: Hatchet

i. Clues

1. Pronouns: he, Brian, they etc

2. We know there are other characters but we do not know what they are thinking or feeling, we can only make inferences based on our protagonist and what he or the narrator tells us.

c. First person:Sandlot/Clueless (need movie/clips)

i. Clues

1. Pronouns: I, Me, We, Us

2. Narrator is a character in the story.

3. Brian’s Mom - Third Person: (15 mins)

	Reader’s Job
	-Pay close attention to the actions and words of a first person narrator to determine his objectivity because as readers, we are shown only one side of the story.

	-Pay close attention to the actions and words of the one character that the story is being told through.  The information about other characters will be viewed through only this character’s eyes.  

-Think about other character’s perspectives.

Lesson Title: 

The Porcupine: Assuming another role

Objectives:

1. Students will write a personal short story in the third person. [Comprehension, Application, Synthesis]

2. Students will talk to the text while I read aloud. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis]
3. Students will create character traits for a non-speaking character in the book and write about that character in the first person. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis.]
Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (10 mins)

a. In chapter 10 Brian eats a raw turtle egg.  What is the grossest thing you have ever eaten or could imagine eating?

b. Write a short story (paragraph) in the third person, describing the moment that you ate this item. 

c. You might want to include details about:

i. Setting

ii. Characters (who else was there/how did you react?)

iii. Pronouns that indicate third person

d. Share

2. Read Aloud: (20 mins)

a. I will read chapter 11 aloud (6 pages)

b. I will provide the students with post it notes and will instruct students that they will be talking to the text while I read and we will share at the completion of the chapter.

c. I will break every page or so and allow students to jot down comments.

d. After completing the chapter students will be put in pairs to share their talking to the text post its.  

i. After pair work students will be asked to pick their favorite comment/talking to the text post it that their partner did and share that aloud with the class.

3. Point of View: The Porcupine: (8 mins)

a. In chapter 8 (earlier this week) we encountered a porcupine. He impacts Brian greatly when he sticks Brian’s leg with his quills, but we do not know a whole lot about him.  

b. As a class we will create a backstory for this “character” and bring him alive.  Students will use the info we generate in class to do a RAFT assignment for homework

c. Creating the character:

i. Assume this character can think and speak

ii. Students will generate a list of character traits as a class that describe a porcupine in general, and that they want to use to describe this character and a name for the character.

iii. Students will record these traits on their homework sheet.

iv. I will provide the settings: (two students per setting)

1. Porcupine’s home

2. Porcupine’s work/job

3. Summertime free time

4. Hanging out with friends at school

5. Hanging out with friends at Dorney Park

4. Wrap Up: (7 mins)

a. First person review:

i. What pronouns do we use when writing in the first person?

ii. When we are writing in the first person as another character how can we make sure we are writing as that character and not as ourselves?

b. Homework: RAFT

i. Go over my example

ii. Explain what I want done for homework (see attached)

2. Post it pair work

Unit Title:

Lesson Title: 

Public Speaking/Presentation Skills

Objectives:

1. Students will create a dialog between the character we created and Brian. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis]

2. Students will revise and edit their own and peer work prior to presenting. [Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

3. Students will critique peers’ public speaking performance by identifying positive actions and actions that require changes. [Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (12 mins)

a. Students will take out homework and use as a reference for the warm up writing while I come around and check work.

b. In the book Brian and the porcupine interact.  What would happen if they interacted now, based on the character we created?

i. Create a conversation between Brian and the porcupine if they were to meet again.  Choose one of the following mediums for this conversation:

1. Text conversation

2. IM conversation

3. Dialog

c. Share with a partner

2. Presentation: (28 mins)

a. Review of public speaking tips. (we have discussed these ideas briefly a few times) (3 mins)

i. No fidgeting

ii. Speak loudly and clearly (project: no mouse voices)

iii. Hair back/no hand near face

iv. Plow through mistakes, we probably won’t realize you made one

v. Using finger/highlighted words as place markers

vi. Eye contact with all of audience/don’t hide behind the paper

vii. Reread and revise/edit to ensure smooth reading

b. After we review the tips students will be instructed to read their paper aloud to a partner.  (10 mins)

i. Read slowly

ii. Partner and self listening for mistakes (misused words, forgotten words etc)

iii. Partners will then swap papers and look to do similar edits

iv. Students will be given marker or highlighter and asked to select at least two places in their story to mark for reference.

c. Present: (15 mins)

i. Volunteers will be called up to stand in front of the classroom to present and for constructive critique.

ii. After completion of reading the class will be asked:

1. What did this person do well?  What did you like about their piece or about how they presented it?

2. What could this person do better next time according to our public speaking tips?  How can they go about making that change?

3. Wrap Up: (5 mins)

a. When you were editing your paper or your partners what were some of the most common mistakes?

b. What made it difficult to read (handwriting?  Spelling?  Grammar?)?

c. What are some resources we can use when revising and editing if we are unsure of how to fix our mistakes?

i. Dictionary (paper or online)

ii. Teachers

iii. Thesaurus

iv. Peers
