Journal Procedure

Warm up: Journals will be used as a frequent warm up activity.  When you come into class you should sit down quietly, take our your supplies, check the board for a journal question and begin working on the answer.

Procedure:


-Check the board for a journal question


-Write NAME and DATE on top right hand corner of EVERY page.


-Write the journal question on the top line of the first page of that entry.

-Answer the question (5-10 mins)


-Wrap up: I will give you warning when I want you to finish your thoughts and writing.


-I will collect these when finished. 


-I READ THESE (Your journal entries will be kept private but please know that I will


read them so do not write anything you do not want me to read)

Exceptions:

· Create Your Own: On any given journal day you have the option to create your own prompt.  If it happens at all, it should not be frequent.  Choosing your own prompt should only occur when:

· There is something you absolutely must write about or you will explode

**This means that you come in on any given day and something has happened (good, bad, or ugly) that is so all consuming that you can not think about anything else, or concentrate on anything else until you have written about this happening”.

Outside the Classroom:

· I will provide you with the paper for journal assignments.  You should keep the journal entries that I hand back in your binder.
· Please feel free to finish prompts at home or use your journals to explore other questions.
