New Teacher Orientation - Getting To Know You

Lesson Title:

Getting in the Middle School Mindset

Objectives:

1. Students will analyze the stylistic choices and the writing abilities of middle school writers. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Evaluation]

2. Students will create a found poem that expresses their personality using the passages. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

Instructional Procedure:

*My intro and teacher names

1. Warm Up: (8 mins)

a. Agenda

b. Getting to know you in two parts 

i. Discussing ideas with one another

ii. Sharing a product that illustrates something about your personality

c. Brainstorming: 

i. What knowledge or skills do you expect the average public school middle schooler to have? (can interpret that question any way you want)

2. Ad Essay Passages (15 mins)
a. Explain the original assignment (they appear as they were turned in to me)

i. 1. Perfume ad (Liv Tyler on bed), 2. Cartier (big diamond), 3. Department store (girls in clothes), 4. Instant coffee or creamer (mug)

b. First time through I will read aloud while students follow along silently.  Students will be asked to determine whether they think the writer was a boy or a girl while they follow along. 

i. Stop after each passage and talk quickly about gender of writer.

c. I will assign each person a passage.

i. Reread that passage silently to yourself.  This time, highlight/underline etc anything you like, find odd, find fascinating etc. (pertaining to the style of writing/the kinds of things these students produced)

d. Partner share:

i. Turn to your partner and share what you came up with.

ii. Together jot down a quick list of 2-4 things that seem unique to the middle school writer/thinker (common mistakes, thought processes, etc.)

1. Use of I and My ( the focus is very egocentric 

2. Misspellings ( they won’t check it on the computer even with spell check and red underlined misspelled words

3. Terrible punctuation and tons of exclamation points.

4. Profound ideas but clearly immature minds ( not yet emotionally developed enough to fully express idea without sounding childish. 

5. These passages demonstrate the stage these students are in – not quite elementary school age, but not quite high school age.  They use words like nice and “one final thing to support my argument” but then they use words like playful, lush, stunning, glamorous. 

e. Volunteers to share with group.

3. Found Poem (12 mins)
a. Individually, using these words to create a found poem of your own.  You are going to put your spin on these words.  

a. We can learn a lot from our students.  They often say profound things and we need to take them seriously.  Sometimes we have to dig around to find the parts of a student’s work that are particularly meaningful or make good jumping off points.

2. Talking to the text and share

1. Teaching Strategies:

a. Agenda

b. Read aloud – students follow along silently
c. Asked to look for/think about something specific
d. Silent reread – talking to the text

g. Answers – follow up questions, asking students to provide depth in their answers.

The girls in the ad are very convincing, because everyone loves to look nice and pretty.
4. When you look at this ad it seems very soothing.  This ad has the words “ooh-la -la!” on it and the two O’s are dimes.  This shows that the coffee mix is cheap, and people would want to buy it more.  The cup is very fancy, and the coffee is steaming, it looks like something you would have on a cold winter day by the fire in your pajamas. Lesson Title:

Personality Showcase

Objectives:

1. Students will brainstorm a list of personal traits and use that list to create new lines for a preexisting short script. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

2. Students will perform their scripts and analyze the personality they displayed during their performance [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

3. Students will identify the strategies I used in both lessons today and identify possible extensions or modifications for the activities. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (8 mins)

a. Students will brainstorm a list of personal character traits

i. Slang they use

ii. Personality traits/what they like about self

iii. Style

b. Students will share with a partner

c. Volunteers to share with class

2. Movie Clip: (25 mins)

a. I will play two short clips from different movies/shows.

b. I will provide a transcript for each clip we watch.  I will ask students to insert themselves into one of the scripts as a character I select.  Those lines will be missing from the transcript.  Students will fill in what they would say/do/how they would act.  

i. Can use short or long responses

ii. Can respond nonverbally

iii. Model an example ( for line seven how would you react to the threat of a fight in real life?  Would you fight?  Would you run?  Would you back down?  What might you say?  How would you look? 

c. Clips:

i. Anchorman ( http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Z0ejnD3qIOo&feature=related
ii. Full clip (terrible quality) http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=4F-AhVBszbs

d. Students will share with partner

i. Take turns reading the script to each other with what you inserted

e. Volunteers to share with class.

i. Would like everyone to come up so we can all get a glimpse into students’ personalities.

ii. Possible discussion questions

1. Were the items on your list reflected in your script?

2. What other elements of your personality came through when you were performing that you did not think about or that are so natural you no longer notice them?

3. What does it mean to know ourselves?

3. Wrap Up: (12 mins)

a. Give out copies of my lesson plans for the day.

b. What kinds of things did I do in each of the lessons today that you could translate into your own classroom? (strategies, actual activities, classroom management, style/tone, etc)

i. Agenda

ii. Measurable objectives ( How will I assess whether or not these objectives/goals were accomplished?

1. Difference between goals and objectives:

a. Goal: I want students to showcase their personalities.

b. Objective: Students will brainstorm a list of personal traits and use that list to create new lines for a preexisting short script. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Analysis, Synthesis, Evaluation]

iii. Warm Up/Wrap Up

iv. Brainstorming before assignments

v. Think/pair/share

vi. Read aloud to class (asked them to look for something specific)

vii. Silent rereading

viii. Volunteers to share with class

ix. Circulating to check in with students and offering immediate feedback

x. Asking follow up questions to elicit a deeper, more meaningful response.

xi. Using media ( asking students to recreate what they see by inserting themselves into the media text. 

xii. Time checks to let students know how much time is left.

xiii. Specific instructions.
