Objectives:

1. Students will identify the senses I appeal to in my example prose passage. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application]

2. Students will evaluate a peer’s use of concrete images to describe abstract ideas in his prose passage. [Knowledge, Comprehension, Application, Evaluation]

3. Students will create a prose passage that describes an image by incorporating descriptive language. [Comprehension, Application, Synthesis]
Instructional Procedure:

1. Warm Up: (5 mins)

a. Silent reading

2. Imagery Activity: (35 mins)

a.  Recap my example from yesterday:

i. Call attention to the idea that in my passage I never use abstract words like “happy” or “excited” to talk about the players.  I use concrete images to show that the players are “happy” and “excited”

ii. Review the senses I appealed to and the examples:

a. Smell: sweat, dirt

b. Taste: champagne

c. Sound: crowd, cheering, coach

d. Touch: arms linked, hugs

e. Sight: crowd throwing hats, pom-poms, cups; locker room etc

iii. Use Angel’s example from yesterday: (see other sheet)

a. What concrete images did he provide?

b. What senses did he appeal to?

b. Students will select a new image from the list of 5 I have provided.  They can reference the “Imagery Activity 8-SP” sheet in the hand out folder from yesterday for my example.

i. Students will write a prose passage describing the image.

ii. Students will make inferences about what is happening around this image/time and create a story. 

iii. I will instruct student not to simply answer the questions but to create a prose passage that tells a story.  Show me the emotion do not tell me directly.  Example (from before): I did not say that the players were happy, but I showed them hugging and smiling, which indicates they are happy.  

iv. Do not write: “In this picture…” or “I think he is…” etc

3. Wrap Up: (5 mins)

a. Students will add this work to their document from yesterday and save for use on Monday. (Turning prose into poetry)

b. Students will swap computers with the person next to them.  They will read each other’s prose passage and select the best or their favorite image to tell their partner.

c. Students will share some of those favorite images aloud with the group.

Angel Example:
